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In motorcycle riding there are three things that you must
have to keep you safe on the road: Mental Skills,
Physical Skills and Protective Gear. Mental skill is your
first line of defense to help you avoid an accident, while
physical skill takes your bike away from the hazard, and
protective gear will help you WHEN you get into an
accident. It would then add up that riders should
sharpen their mental skildl
other two to work!

| have done many parking lot practices and found that
my physical skills continuously need to be worked on
because they seem to disappear over time. This is
because they are perishable skills. Although mental
skills are stored in the brain, they still need to be
prepared before going for a ride. These are just a few
things to consider before getting on your bike which will
help keep your mental state sharp.

When | ride, | enjoy knowing my bike is in excellent
mechanical condition. | keep it maintained as per the
manufacturer and my mechanic. | know that when | get
on challenging roads, I 611
about while | ride which helps keep my mental focus
clear. Make sure all of your lights, fluids, tires, and
current mechanical needs are completed on your bike.
Dondt find out the hard wa

Make sure you are not fatigued. Fatigue causes the
information that travels from our brain to our muscles to
be processed at a much slower rate. The slower we
receive and compute information, the more delayed our
response time is. A common symptom of profound
fatigue, according to Ride4Ever.org, is riding at slower
speeds than normal because our brain thinks we are
driving the same speed, but we are not. Stimulus drinks
may help you feel more alert, but response time may be
increased too quickly causing a panic reaction. Stay

—

E fl;hydrated with water or other healthy drinks as

dehydration is another source that can also cause
delayed mental response time.

Mot orcycling is therapy fo
angry or upset. Before you ride, always be sure you are
calm and in control. | have given the throttle a little more
of a twist when | was frustrated or my mind was

cluttered, and it almost cost me. So only ride on the

road after the anger has subsided. It will be much more
enjoyable and therapeutic.

While you ride, there are things that can help you be
mentally at your best. One of the most important is to
Search, Evaluate and Execute i fi S E E $earch for
possible hazards around you and ahead of you by two
seconds, four seconds and twelve seconds. Evaluate
the possible dangers, and Execute a plan to avoid the
hazard.

Something else you need to be careful of while keeping
your mental focus sharp is to know what may be taking
your focus away from the road. Music is one of the
wonderful benefits that we have on our bikes that make
the trip even more special; however, it can easily distract
you. Bill and | also have communication equipment on
our bikes and Bill has Blue Tooth. We respect our
limitations with these and we know where our primary
s nbdLty be YhaHd fohd. Just ¥efmore SlertRukilé
using these wonderful technological advances.

Lastly, if for some reason you come upon a situation
where you cannot avoid a hazard, mentally KNOW that
you will survive, which will actually give you a physical
edge. The most important thing during this time is a cool
head. If you and your bike fall, immediately get yourself
out of the road, if you can, to avoid oncoming traffic.
Dondét worry about your bik
later. Call for help. In many stories of survival, it is clear
that those who expected to survive did. Even if you're
not sure you can survive, encourage this attitude by
acting as if you expect to.

Highlights of the trip: Leaving promptly at 7:00 AM, we
made a stop at Ft McDowell to pick up riders from the east
Valley. A stop for breakfast at Payson was a welcome
relief, as were the cooler temperatures. After a beautiful
ride across the rim, interrupted shortly due to a bad
accident that stopped traffic both ways, we made it to the
fantastic Greer Lodge for lunch. The food and service was
great and we watched as people caught trout in the ponds
outside. A walk among the waters in the cool air was
welcome. We arrived at Tal Wi-Wi Lodge around 3:30 PM
and were glad to be in the cool air at 8500 ft.
