THE SAFE RIDE

District Educators: Harley & Pat Funk

Hello all. | hope that all of you who were able to go to
Des Moines for Wing Ding. We had a good time and
bought lots of SAFETY CHROME!

It is hard to believe that it is August already and the
temperatures have been well above one hundred
degrees.

This brings me to what | want to discuss with you at this
time. When you are riding, don't forget that the hot dry
heat will dehydrate you in a matter of minutes! You need
to carry WATER on your motorcycle and drink it all of the
time; don't wait until you are thirsty before drinking
because by that time it can be too late.

If you have lived in the colder regions of the United
States you have al|l been
FACTORO meaning how quickl
the combination of temperature and wind speed! Well
think of that in reverse. |If it is one hundred and ten
degrees and you are riding at fifty or sixty miles per hour,
you may feel cooler, but that is because as you perspire
the wind dries it so fast that you don't even know you are
perspiring. | know that you all wear long sleeve shirts or a
mesh jacket. Believe it or not this will keep you cooler
because the sun is not heating your skin directly. Also,
the cloth will get damp from your perspiration, and, as it
evaporates, it will have a cooling effect. If you have not
tried a cool collar and/or a cool vest, they work great, but
they will be effective much longer if you wear them under
a mesh jacket to keep them from drying out too fast.

HEAT can be a Kkiller just a quickly as cold, may be
quicker in some cases. If you should be riding and feel a
little lightheaded, stop immediately and get in the shade
and drink plenty of WATER. Don't drink soda or other
sweet drinks; make it water or maybe Gatorade, if
available.

Be safe out there; just use good old common sense, and
you wi || be fine! Re me mb
