As the summer heats up, I think itôs a good idea to run this 
article again.  Ride safely! 

PREVENTING DEHYDRATION  

Tips to keep yourself in good hydration all the time and 

while riding ñthis bears repeating.  

1.  Keep the direct sun off of your skin.  

2. Pour water over your shirt.  

3. Drink LOTS of water.  

4. Drink water BEFORE you are thirsty.  

5. Take in more fluid than you are losing.  

6. A good idea for keeping you hydrated while you are 

riding is a CamelBak Hydration System.  

7. Symptoms of dehydration: Thirst, Dry Mouth, Dry 

Tongue, Fatigue, Dark Colored Urine, Infrequent 

Urination, Dry Skin, Rapid Pulse, Dizziness, Blurred 

Vision. 

8. Covering Your Head is a good way to prolong your 

ride in the heat.  

With the humidity being as low as 4% on a daily basis 

right now, dehydration can come upon you very quickly. 

In fact, you can become dehydrated in as little as 

15 minutes.  Stay ahead of it by drinking plenty of 

water or sports drinks. As you are taking trips in or out 

of the Valley area, be sure and take water with you 

when you travel and make a note to drink some at every 

stop.

Trip Preparation 

Having gone on a multitude of weekend trips, one 5,000 
mile trip and currently planning for a 6,000 mile trip that 
will encompass Florida, Tail of the Dragon and Wing 
Ding before heading back to Phoenix, my thoughts 
weigh heavily on proper preparations. Is the bike ready? 
Do we have all of the clothes packed? Did we check the 
weather and pack appropriately? Are the trailer wheel 
bearings and tires serviced? The list goes on and on. 

We pour over road maps as well as Google maps trying 
to plan for taking in as much scenery as we can. This is 
all very necessary for a successful trip. However, have 
we even considered refreshing our riding skills? Every 
trip we take requires slow moving when we leave and 
when we come to a stop. Put that together with going to 
unknown areas of the country with gas stops, meal stops 
and, of course, picture stops. All of these provide the 
opportunity for making wrong turns and getting into 
areas where we may need to make a u-turn to get out of 
the situation, not to mention road construction. Put this 
together with the fact that we are two-up, the bike is fully-
loaded and we have a trailer behind. Can we do it? I 
believe the most ignored aspect of trip planning is 
maintaining riding skills. I try to practice slow speed 
maneuvers on a weekly basis in addition to our monthly 
parking lot practice. I also make a point of using the bike 
and trailer for grocery shopping, as this provides the 
opportunity to practice two-up with a loaded trailer. I feel 
this makes me a safer and more competent rider. 

As many of us plan our trips and travel to various rallies, 
remember that only continuous practice can keep our 
riding skills honed and at the level necessary to react 
and respond instantaneously to any potentially 
dangerous situation. 

WEBSITE INSIGHT

We live in a world where technology rules.  Technology 
rules almost every facet of our lives. Technology, to one 
degree or another, rules our TVs, stereos, household 
appliances, cars, phones, cameras, personal computers 
and laptops and the things that go along with them. 

Iôve said this before, ñtechnology is great when it works 
correctly and it stinks when it doesnôtò.  Browsing or 
ñsurfingò the net is not just a popular pastime, for some, 
itôs an essential part of their job or day. 

We experience all kinds of frustrations when using the 
internet or email.  Frustration usually reveals itself with 
things we canôt control.  The slow speeds, the ñpage 
cannot be foundò, the ñhttp 404 errorsò, old pages of 
previous websites still hanging around in cyberspace 
doing all it can to prevent you from getting to the new 
pages.  These things all feed into the frustrations we 
experience with internet use. 

When we understand that glitches happen, it makes us 
less likely to become frustrated when those glitches 
affect us.  There are some basic steps you can take to 
troubleshoot your glitches. 

The first thing is to always check the URL address in the 
address bar to make sure it correctly reads the address 
where you want to go.  URLôs can be hijacked, and even 
the big dogs ï google, yahoo, msn are not immune. 

If the URL address is correct but you still get an error 
message or the page appears to be old, hit the refresh 
button at the toolbar on top of your screen.  That will 
usually solve a simple, innocent, wrong page display 
problem. 

When all your top notch troubleshooting fails, contact 
the webmaster to troubleshoot the problem.  Please 
make sure you provide as much information as possible 
including the URL address that is giving you the 
problem,  a screen shot of the error page OR old 
outdated page you are getting. 

Keep in mind, a slower connection such as one may 
have with dial up, causes pages to load slower and 
when that page is filled with photos or lots of content, 
thereôs little you can do but waitéééor switch to a 
higher speed internet provider. 

Patience, self diagnosis and troubleshooting savvy will 
all help you make your internet experience a better one, 
at least, one you can live with.

PRESENTING THE ROAD GATOR  
(Hi-wayus-Bitus-your-buttus) 

Summer time is spawning season for gators in the 
Southwest.  If you hear an 18-wheeler tire making a 
regular whap-whap-whap sound, that's the pre-birth cry of 
a highway gator. It may take a few minutes or a few days, 
but a new gator is about to enter the world. They're born 
full sized and angry. 

Tread Separations  

The most common causes for tread separationsðfor both 
big rigs and passenger vehicles are under inflation and 
overloading. Both of these create heat that breaks down a 
tire's internal components.   Add in a furnace-like summer 
southern road and you have the recipe for a catastrophic 
failure. 

Another cause of truck tire tread separations is that some 
big-rig drivers inappropriately use the dual tires for 
extended mobility. There's only one reason big rigs have 
two tires on all positions (except the front axle): So they 
can carry up to 80,000 pounds. The second tire in a pair is 
not a backup or spare. If a fully loaded truck doesn't have 
all 18 tires holding up their share of the load, tires will start 
failing. 

If a road-gator can do this to the windshield of a car, then 
imagine what it can do to your Plexiglas windshield.  Keep 
well back from all the big-rigs unless you are getting ready 
to pass.  Watch for lots of gators on the side of the road, 

as an indicator that this could happen at any moment.   

KSLA News 12 was on the scene of a strange incident that 
happened on an Arkansas Highway Friday.  According to 
investigators, the rubber came off of an 18 wheeler and 
when another 18 wheeler ran over it, it sent the tire 
fragments airborne hitting the windshield of a smaller truck 
passing by.  Luckily no one was seriously hurt during this 
incident.
